Local Government Association of New South Wales
Constitution

1. (@) The name shall be the Local Government Association of New South Wales (the
Association) but may also be known as Local Government NSW.

(b) The registered office of the Association is situated at Level 8, 28 Margaret
Street, Sydney, New South Wales.

DEFINITIONS

2. Unless the context otherwise requires:

‘Aboriginal Land Council” means the New South Wales Aboriginal Land Council as
constituted under the Aboriginal Land Rights Act 1983 (NSW).

‘Administrator” means an Administrator appointed in accordance with Division 6 of
Part 2 of Chapter 9 of the Local Government Act 1993 (NSW) or Division 2 of Part 11
of the Aboriginal Land Rights Act 1983 (NSW).

“Association” means the Local Government Association of New South Wales, the
Association governed by this Constitution.

‘Conference” means the Annual Conference or Special Conference of the
Association as provided by these Rules.

“Council” means a council constituted under the Local Government Act 1993 (NSW).

“Councillor” means a person elected or appointed to civic office under the Local
Government Act 1993 (NSW), but does not include an Administrator.

“Country Council” means any council that is not a metropolitan council.

“County Council” means a county council established under Part 5 of Chapter 12 of
the Local Government Act 1993 (NSW).

‘Delegate” means an elected member of a council or an elected member of the
Aboriginal Land Council or an elected board member of a Local Aboriginal Land
Council or an Administrator who are by virtue of this Constitution entitled to vote at an
Annual Conference. :

‘Executive Committee” means the Committee of Management of the Association.

“Financial year” means the period from July 1 in one year to 30 June in the following
year.

“Local Aboriginal Land Council” means a Local Aboriginal Land Council as
_constituted under the Aboriginal Land Rights Act 1983 (NSW).
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
